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Jane Iredale Cosmetics Bridal Makeup “Do’s” & “Don’ts”
~ Do use mineral makeup (either loose or pressed) for its’ amazing staying power and its luminous look – in person and in photos.

~ Do make sure the base matches your skin undertone and skin type (loose for dry skin, pressed for oily skin) to get the most natural look.  Use a bronzer on your face, neck and chest if more color is desired.

~ Do select more golden-toned bases and concealers – these translate better for photography – whether on video or in pictures.

~ Do use concealers only on the dark areas, not under the complete eye.

~ Do use more natural, lighter and “cleaner” colors.  These flattering shades will not look washed out and the contrast will not be too great with your dress.  Your natural radiance should be on display, not bright color. These more muted tones work best, not only for you, but for the wedding party as well.  

~ Do wear “Pink” tones of blush and lipstick if blonde, “Peach” tones if brunette and red heads should go with “Bronze”.  Experiment with different shades of the same base color to find the best look.

~ Do apply lip liner evenly all over the lips, under the lipstick to make it last longer. When lipstick fades, it will fade evenly without leaving the outer lip liner only.

~ Do apply a small dollop of lip gloss to the center of the mouth to make the lips appear fuller.

~ Do use a powder eye shadow as an eyeliner with a wet eyeliner brush to keep the liner from straying.

~ Do keep eye shadow light and shimmery to avoid making the eyes appear smaller. Avoid, however, using highly frosted shadows – they reflect light and do not photograph well.

~ Do apply a shimmer-type product lightly on top of cheekbones, shoulders and décolletage.  This always looks great in moderation.

~ Do use a waterproof mascara.  Avoid applying any mascara to the bottom lashes, or do so very sparingly.

~ Do apply rosy blush to the apple of the cheeks.  There’s nothing like a blushing bride!

~ Do stick to a classic look.  Avoid trends, as they will very soon look dated in pictures.


~ Don’t use too much glitter and shimmer.  These tend to not photograph well, especially during a daytime affair.  A little shimmer, in moderation is fine.  
~ Don’t use a traditional talc-based powder foundation.  After touchups, it can oxidize and darken on the face, which can result in a “dirty” look as the day goes on.

~ Don’t over-correct or over-camouflage under eye circles.  If the concealer is too light, it’s the only thing you will see in the photos.

~ Don’t overdo the make-up; the contrast will be too great with your dress.
~ Don’t use bright or dark colors, especially on pale complexions.  The focus should be on the bride, not your eyes or lips.  Keeping things softened is not only more flattering, but also more youthful.

~ Don’t apply white or black shadows to the eyes.  Instead, if you want a light color, choose light beige or peach.  Instead of black, go with dark brown or gray.

~ Don’t use black or very dark eyeliner.  It will make the eyes appear smaller in pictures.  Instead, try smoky grays or plums, which will be softer and more flattering.

~ Don’t use shades of gray on an olive complexion. It will give an “ashy” appearance to the skin.

~ Don’t apply false eyelashes for the first time on your wedding day.  Practice first.

~ Don’t do waxing or facials right before the wedding.  The bride should give her face five days off before the big event!

~ Don’t experiment with trendy shades, or try to recreate a fantasy photo from a magazine.  Strive for a look that’s timeless and classic.

~ Don’t encourage any “make-up surprises” on your special day.  Schedule a make-up consultation for yourself at least four weeks before the wedding for a trial run.  Bring in a photo of your dress to the “trial” make-up.  The makeup artist should take cues from your dress…is it understated and sophisticated, classic in the “Cinderella” tradition, or chic and sensuous?   
~ Don’t overdo your make-up or hair – it will upstage you and your dress.  Make sure you feel comfortable with your look.  The goal is to look like yourself – not an artificial version of yourself!
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
